Provide general upkeep of the graduate commons space as needed.

Collaborate with Graduate Student Mentors and Research office on a range of projects related
to the enhancement of student research and graduate studies.

Help provide event support at Graduate Student Socials, monthly lunches, 3MT, and a series
of graduate research workshops and guest speakers.

Commit to a term of 2 semesters, Fall 2024 and Winter 2025

Are in good academic standing and enrolled in an on-campus TRU graduate program

Can commit to consistent participation over the two terms of the award.
